Course Description: This course will review The CALLA Handbook: Implementing the Cognitive Academic

Language Learning Approach, Second Edition, and it will explore research-based and practical guidelines for
elementary and secondary teachers of English language learners. These include not only English as a Second
Language (ESL) teachers, but also content subject teachers who have English learners in their classrooms. We will
review the theoretical background that best supports second language acquisition, including cognitive and social
cultural learning theories and instructional innovations such as: Differentiated Instruction, Literacy across the
Curriculum, Language Experience Approach, Balanced Reading Approach, Process Writing, Cooperative Learning,
Inquiry Approaches, and Standard-Based Instruction.

Course Outcomes:

o Teachers will use a collaborative model to identify interventions that improve ELL’s performance.

e Teachers will develop and implement individual instructional programs for ELLSs that integrate content standards
to strategies that promote academic language development.

¢ Participants from the same school may join the follow up course called Implementing the Cognitive Academic
Language Learning Approach Il as members of the ESL Review Team. This follow up course will prepare the
ESL Review Team members to monitor the ESL program as an on-going process to ensure that all ELLs at their
schools are receiving adequate academic, linguistic and social support.

Meeting times: Weekly discussions for specific topics will happen online via Blackboard and can be completed
at any time. Specific time for DCO meeting will be decided by instructor and participants.

15 hours of direct contact by ESL Review Team members + 12 hours via online interaction with instructors + 18
hours application in your classroom.
