On-line ESL courses for 4 graduate credits

Gordon Lyncook, the ESL ISS is sponsoring an opportunity for  DoDEA educators to earn 4 graduate college credits by taking two online courses during this school year.  The courses satisfy some of the requirements for an ESL certification with DoDEA, and students enrolled will earn 2 graduate semester credits per class (for a total of 4 credits if both classes are taken). The first class will be offered this fall.  To earn the first two credits students must register with SDSU by October 14th, 2011. Attached are the Syllabus, Registration Form and Student Information from SDSU.  More information about the spring class will be provided to those who have completed the pre-requisite course in the fall.The venue for both classes will be Blackboard and DCO/teleconference for meetings with the instructors. 

Both classes are open to ESL teachers and staff members who are members or are willing to become members of the ESL Review Team at your schools.  The courses have been designed to facilitate collaboration among team members while they implement best practices and procedures for the ESL Program. For this reason it is recommended that at least 2-4 people from the same school take the classes together. All ESL teachers, regular classroom teachers, specialists, counselors, and administrators are welcome to participate.
