Korean Lunar New Year

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What do you do if you have a FIRE in the Kitchen?



If in doubt, just get out, and STAY OUT!

Close the doors behind you to help contain the fire. 

Activate the building Fire Alarm AND Call 9-1-1 or  0505-764-5911 after you leave. 

Meet the firefighters when they arrive: Tell them where the fire is, and are there any people unaccounted for.  Give your door key to the firefighter so they don’t have to break down the front door!  (Note, they still may break it down if they get there before they get the key – Don’t worry, it is only a door!)



Fire extinguisher:  If it is safe enough to try and fight the fire, first be sure others are already getting out and you have a clear path to the exit. Remember, the smoke is poisonous. 



Always keep an oven mitt and a lid (The size of the largest pan or larger) nearby when you are cooking.  If a small fire starts in a pan, turn off the burner, and smother the flames by carefully sliding the lid over the pan (make sure you are using the oven mitt). Do not move the pan or the lid/cover until it has COMPLETELY cooled down! 



In case of an oven fire, turn off the heat and keep the door closed to prevent flames from burning you or your clothing. 



If you have a fire in your microwave, turn it off immediately and keep the door closed. Never open the door until the fire is completely out. Unplug the appliance if you can safely reach the outlet. 



Home Smoke Alarms - Do not disable the smoke alarm or take the batteries out! If your alarm has a pause button, push the pause button, open the door or window, and fan the area around the alarm with a towel to get the air moving.
