Are You Registered to Vote?

The time has come again to register to vote!  

If you registered to vote last year, you MUST register again this year in order to vote in this year’s elections!

 

~  It is recommended that you register to vote in January, or at least 90 days before  election day.  

~  States are required to mail ballots at least 45 days before an election.  

~  If you have not received your ballot 30 days before the election, contact your local election 

official. (Contact information is available on most state election websites.)  

~ If all else fails you may still submit a back up Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot (FWAB). 

~ Hard copy Federal Post Card Application (FPCA)-Voter Registration and Absentee Ballot Requests are available with your Voting Assistance Officer or Installation Voting Assistance Officer.

~  A quicker, easier way to complete the FPCA is to access it through http://www.FVAP.gov

    ***fvap.gov will walk you through the process and many states will allow you to e-mail the FPCA.

         FVAP.gov should become your best friend this voting season.  It is extremely user friendly and can

        answer just about any question that you may have.
