Student behavior
The weather is getting warm and the end of school is near.  Students at all levels seem to be forgetting the appropriate and inappropriate behaviors.  Please ensure all students are familiar with classroom and school rules and let them know what the expected behaviors are.

Dress Code

With warmer weather all students need to be reminded of the dress code, in particular the following:

· Halter tops, midriff tops (exposing the stomach and area above the waist), t-strap tops, see-through tops with t-strap tops, or tank tops that expose undershirts or bras (Arm holes on all shirts/blouses must be acceptable widths so as not to expose any undergarments.)

· Pants exposing the waist or hips, or baggy pants worn excessively below the waist, i.e., rear-end area

· Skirts and/or shorts that are shorter than mid thigh or end of fingertips with arms naturally at sides (Long skirts with slits/splits above mid-thigh are not acceptable.)
How to prevent tardy students from interrupting lessons
Teachers should rarely stop lessons to recognize or scold tardy students, says instructional coach David Ginsburg. He offers several suggestions for allowing late students to catch up without interrupting class, including placing a bin in the classroom where students can turn in tardy passes, placing handouts and other materials in a separate bin where students can find them, and requiring students to find out what they missed from other students.
