For the past 30 years there have been restrictions placed on the amount and types of items purchased by U.S. Forces serving in Korea.  The restrictions are implemented by the ration control system. Its primary purpose is to regulate shelf stocks in commissaries and exchanges so that all customers have a chance to buy popular items. It is also the way U.S. Forces Korea honors its commitment, under the Status of Forces Agreement, to limit duty-free goods imported into Korea via military channels. There is a monthly cap on the amount of money an individual or family can spend at the commissary, know it and follow it.  If you are hosting a party or other event you can request an increase in the allowance to support the identified event.
