1. Fire Prevention Week (FPW) 2010 runs from 3 to 9 October thls year. The theme this year
is, “Smoke Alarms: A sound you can live with”

2. Inyears past we have only engaged students in Pre, to 6™ grades with FPW activities. This
year we will of course still target this group with education and activities; however, we
would like to get the students from the 7% t0 12" grades engaged with Fire Safety!

3. We would like to get the followhlg teacher group’s involved. The proposed activities are
only suggestions. We would support any teacher ideas that help promote fire safety,
prevention, and awareness.

A. Art Department: Posters, painting or any medium that can be used to express the
FPW theme (This year’s would be great, but any past theme is good too). If the
student uses a “Commercial Art” approach, we may be able to use this in newspaper
articles and other promotions. New themes can be submatted for consideration for
next years FPW!

B. English & ESL Department(s): Essays, short stories, poems, newspaper articles,
slogans, etc. Some work we may be able to run in the newspaper or add to
promotional flyers.

C. Foreign Language Departments: Anything either singular or combined from the _
suggestions for the Art & English departments. Ideally they should also know how
to ask for help, report an emergency, and how to ensure they are fire safe while
traveling in a foreign country. For example, how to ask a hotel if they have smoke
alarms and sprinkler systems.

D. Math Department: Firefighters have to calculate water flow, friction loss, building
load calculations, weather modeling & plume development Any project that
involves math that is used in a firefighter’s life will help give the student an
appreciation for fire safety.

E. Science Department: Two primary areas a firefighter deals with are actual fires, and
hazardous materials. “What is fire”, is a vast area of study and how it impacts our
lives. HazMat responses are expensive, time consuming and dangerous to





firefighters, the community and the environment. Any project dealing with these
two areas will help give the student knowledge as to why prevention is the best
policy! '

4, We are asking Daegu American School educators now, so as to get the Fire Prevention
messages out early enough into your lesson plans for the 2010/11 school year. We ask that
vou get all the kids involved in the 7™ thru 12™ grades right at the beginning of the school
year. This way they can show the community how important this is and so we can display
their work during FPW (3 to 9 Oct) and if possible have some of it published.

5. The Fire Prevention office is ready to help out with ideas, aids and training; just ask and we
will deliver! If you need a fire truck or a firefighter as a teaching aid, we will work it out for
you! '

works, you the educators, and we the fire community deem exceptional. We will be
working this issue over the summer break. If you have any thoughts on this we welcome
them!

On Guard Online

Several federal agencies are teaming up to educate the public about cyber security. On Guard Online is a site overseen by the Federal Trade Commission, and it contains a number of student- and teacher-friendly features, including games, videos, and articles that teach safe Internet use. The interactive game Friend Finder teaches safe social-networking practices, and the game Cyber Criminal shows how to avoid harmful spyware, malware, and phishing intrusions. Parents and teachers will want to read the Net Cetera guidebook. This PDF packet has a number of tips and techniques for talking about Internet safety with children.





Schoolwide Network

Schoolwide Network is a search-engine site where educators can find video and document files that focus specifically on staff development. The site is managed by a team of educators with advanced teaching backgrounds, and they monitor the site daily for content control. Teachers who are new to the site can create accounts and begin sharing their own professional-development materials, videos, and guides. The site is organized so that files are ranked and categorized by their popularity. Additional sidebar tools help filter content by subject area and grade level.





Museum of Online Museums

Museum websites can be some of the best educational resources for classrooms use. In some cases, a museum’s online site can rival an in-person visit. Instead of searching individual museum websites for art, history, or cultural artifacts, students and teachers can turn to the Museum of Online Museums (MoOM) for works found everywhere from the Smithsonian to the Musée d’Orsay. The site archives exhibits at internationally renowned museums, and every two or three months it adds new exhibits and works of art to the site’s database. Depending on the museum link provided, you can view a single work of art, watch a slideshow of an entire collection, or virtually tour a museum’s exhibition space.





Shmoop

With a name like Shmoop, it may be hard to take this website seriously, but it serves as a resource for high school students in search of study-aid materials. Shmoop covers several different subject areas, including core subjects such as literature, history, and biology. The learning guides contain summary reviews, quizzes, and vocabulary identifications to help students absorb core concepts. The guides are written by certified educators, who write the content to engage a teenage audience. Shmoop’s materials are also transferable to mobile devices such as iPhones, Kindles, or Nooks. The site recently launched a teacher-resource center; that page gives educators access to free teaching guides for both language arts and history courses.
