3)Life Skills and Well Being: some example are character education, stress management skills, conflict resolution, communication and positive relationships, home alone skills, violence prevention, driver education, personal finance management education and health education

4) Citizenship and Leadership: some examples are service learning opportunities and youth leadership opportunities

5) School Transitions: some examples are adults assisting with youth sponsorship and local youth transition initiatives and orientations or tours and community information

6) Family and Community Involvement: some examples are any type of involvement opportunity such as field days, plays, or recognition and appreciation events
