Partnerships with the Korean Community
Below is a message I received from Dr. Lee, LIKE Language Academy.  The school has been in existence for over 40 years.  Each year as many as thirty students pass exams and are accepted to renowned universities in the US.  The school is very interested in partnering with us.  If you are interested please let me know.  Grades K-6 please consider this as a grade level.  
“I hope you will consider them one by one and choose one or both activities from which students in both parties can most benefited and the relationship between Korea and America can more be strengthened. We can co-sponsor one activity in each semester. 
 

Activity One:

     So far we are interested in showing your newly arrived school children around the city of Daegu with our students. We have various age groups from Grade 1~12. Last time our students guided the newly arrived US soldiers around Daegu City. They visited the traditional bronzeware museum and the Donghwasa Buddhist temple. Both the students and the soldiers had a great time. The students received some volunteer credits (10 hour volunteer certificate from KAPA(Korean-American Partership alliance) for their volunteer work. The students brought two lunches so that the soldiers could try Korean food. They talked a lot about cultural differences and similarities throughout the whole trip. I think if your students and our students could do this, it will be great experience for both parties. 

     The destination can be changed year after year. We can go to Gyeongju where we can visit the museum, temple, observatory, Sukgulam Grotto and so on. Another destination can be a trip to Andong where students can enjoy watching mask dances. They can learn how to dance wearing twelve masks. During the trip we can pay a visit to Hanji Paper Factory where paper is manufactured. 

 

Activity Two:

     Koreans celebrate Children's Day which falls on the fifth of May. On this day Korean students do not go to school. Instead we can go to your school auditorium and intorduce Korean culture by presenting a traditional Korean drama, drama, and dance on stage. On the other hand you can also prepare one or two drama skits and put on stage. After the performance, children will have lunch. We have been buying meals at DAS. We will collect money from students and pay for their meals. 

     After lunch, our students will be divided into their grade-level and attend 2 classes at DAS to experience American school lives. Through this, students will be able to ask each other questions about their school lives, exchange e-mails and make friends. If you like, we can also accommodate your students at our academy should they wish to experience Korean students daily lives.
