Notes from the Area Office: 

Please note the following changes to the Far East Activities Program for SY 2010-2011:

1. The EDC positions of MathematicaFest Liaison, LinguaFest Liaison, and Film & Entertainment Arts Liaison will be discontinued for the SY 2010-2011. 

2. A new EDC position titled Far East Activities Liaison has been  created for the 2010-2011 school year. The required hours for the EDC shall be 80 to 119 hours with the amount of $2,780 and may not be altered.  This position’s description of duties is as follows:

Far East Activities Liaison

“Serves as the primary school-level contact for all Far East Activities (non-athletics). Promotes participation in Far East Activities among all students in support of the Community Strategic Plan goal of “100% of students participate in at least one extracurricular/co-curricular activity in high school”. Works with activity sponsors to ensure awareness of activities, access to activities, and recruitment of students for Far East Activities is equitable and comprehensive. Advertises all Far East Activities within the school. Serves as primary point of contact for students interested in attending Far East activities, and adheres to established selection criteria/procedures as set forth by organizing committees of each Far East Activity. Conducts eligibility checks for students attending activities. Assists in the ordering of supplies, equipment, and uniforms for Far East Activities, as required. Arranges round-trip transportation through the appropriate District Ticketing Representatives and Local Transportation Offices, as required. Publishes schedules for activities and acts as liaison between school and Far East activities. Consults with school administration on all matters related to Far East Activities and coordinates with Area Office Activities Coordinator.”

3. Middle school participation at the Junior Science and Humanities Symposium will be discontinued beginning SY 2010-2011.  

4. There will be no Model United Nations conference for SY 2010-2011.

5. High School Model United Nations clubs may elect to attend the Asia Harvard Model Congress in Singapore for school year 2010-2011.  For details, please go to http://www.hmcasia.org/. The information for the 2011 conference will be posted shortly by the organizers on  that site.

6. Beginning SY 2011-1012, schools may choose to participate in THIMUN Singapore or The Asia Harvard Model Congress. Schools must request to be put on the waiting list for THIMUN Singapore and should do so by contacting THIMUN Singapore directly at http://thimunsingapore.org/

SUBJECT:  Arts in Education Week, September 12-18, 2010 


 
The Department of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA) will join schools around 


the country in the observation of Arts in Education Week.  On July 26, 2010, the U.S. 
House of Representatives passed H.Con.Res. 275, legislation designating the second 
week of September as “Arts in Education Week.”  The resolution had 101 cosponsors and 
was authored by Representative Jackie Speier (D-CA) with encouragement and support 
of Broadway legend Carol Channing. 


 
This resolution is the first Congressional expression of support celebrating all of 


the arts education disciplines – dance, music, theater and visual arts.  This resolution 
comes at a key time when Congress is making plans to overhaul federal education 
policy through the reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act 
(ESEA). 
 


Study in the arts is basic to the complete education of children, provides a 
competitive edge for success, engages students in individual and group activity, develops 
creativity, problem-solving, and critical and evaluative thinking.  Arts education helps 
students acquire skills in production and performance, as well as an understanding of 
history and culture.  DoDEA is concerned with maintaining and improving school arts 
programs for all students regardless of their abilities, therefore endorses the observance 
of Arts in Education Week as an opportunity to support the purposes and practices of arts 
education and encourages teachers, parents, students, and communities to participate.
