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Agree on Classroom Rules at the Beginning of the Year


Taking time out for this simple step can prevent a lot of misery in the long term. Experienced educators suggest engaging students actively in the process of determining a set of class rules. Taking this preventative measure creates a positive climate from the start.


Check in with Students at the Start of Class


Even three minutes can make a difference. You can do this by asking questions, such as, "What do you want to get out of class today?" Teachers can weigh in with their goals for class, too.


"This is a chance for the teacher, while still maintaining control of a classroom, to share with students at their level," says Liz Sullivan, coauthor of the "Teachers Talk" report and education program director at the National Economic and Social Rights Initiative. "Have each kid give a short answer. It's a way to communicate with them. Making them feel like a part of the process sets a positive tone."


Be Consistent About Expectations


This can be the biggest challenge for individuals to address, but it's important to keep in mind that school staff should work together as much as possible to foster consistency in expectations, and discipline methods, throughout the school.


"Sometimes, staff inadvertently set up gaps,” explains Nancy Franklin, a veteran educator with more than a decade of classroom experience who now provides training and support for the Los Angeles Unified School District's Positive Behavior Support policy. "Students may think, 'If I go to this teacher, I get this answer, but if I go to the principal, I get another answer.' It's like a kid who gets different answers from Mom and Dad."


Reinforce Appropriate Behavior


"When you are in a classroom with a teacher who reinforces positive behavior, kids calm down," says Franklin. "Think four positives to any corrective feedback."


Franklin argues that correcting students is the weakest way of teaching rules. "It's not about 'Gotcha -- you did it the wrong way; here's the right way,'" she says. "Students need to be able to trust you and feel safe. That enables them to experience emotional health and flourish."


Maintain Student Dignity


When corrections are necessary, experts suggest handling situations quietly and calmly. Don't make a big deal in front of the whole class.


"An approach to discipline that is respectful of human rights and maintains student dignity leads to a school that is inherently safe," says former teacher Sally Lee, coauthor of "Teachers Talk" and executive director of the New York City organization Teachers Unite. "A school in which students and teachers don't feel safe creates a fearful environment. And where there is a fearful environment, there are low expectations for discipline."


Be Neutral, Not Accusatory


When problems arise, don't ask, for example, "“Why did you take Sally's pencil?" This approach often provokes defensive comebacks such as, "She was mean to me." Instead, ask what happened, opening the way for students to tell their story. Follow up with questions such as "How do you think that made Sally feel?"


Look for the Cause


It's a good idea to notice when students act out, educators advise. Does it happen only when the child is doing math or reading? Identifying when problems occur may help you recognize the reason.


Similarly, it's helpful to figure out what the underlying problem is. "If it's a skill deficit, a kid doesn't know how to behave," says Joseph Ryan, a special education researcher at Clemson University who has worked in schools for disabled children. "If it's a performance deficit, the kid knows what to do but needs motivation."


Establish a Fairness Committee


"Often, a person who is acting out wants to make amends for what they've done,” says Josh Heisler, a teacher at New York City's Vanguard High School. "They won't feel right until they fix the problem."


Heisler's school set up a fairness committee of teachers and students that promotes a restorative approach, rather than a punitive one, to righting wrongs: Instead of directing offenders to the principal's office or threatening suspensions, teachers let them tell their side of the story to the committee and, hopefully, make amends. When the committee convenes, it asks students questions ranging from "What happened?" and "Who else has been affected?" to "What do you need to do now to repair the harm?"

All ETs (and one other school-level designee) were granted (Level 2) STUDENT
ACCOUNT UNLOCK and CHANGE PASSWORD capabilities. For schools
with more than 300 students this Level 2 capability is available to the school ET
plus 2 individuals, with approval of the school principal.

Additionally, based on approval of the school principal, all Level 2 personnel
now have access to the new Level 3 capabilities. Level 3 will provide
ACCOUNT UNLOCK capabilities for Teacher, Staff and Classroom Accounts.
Level 3 will not allow for CHANGE PASSWORD or any other capabilities on
Teacher, Staff and/or Classroom Accounts.

Microsoft Office 2007 was deployed to all DoODEA Windows computers
during the summer recess. This version offers many additional features
and options but, as a transitional user aid, DODEA has developed a tool
that adds Office 2003 style menus to the newer Office 2007 ribbon bar.
Each and every user should have an interface changer tool on their
desktop that allows for a near instantaneous interface switch. The use of
this tool and interface change is optional but we strongly recommend that
users progressively transition to the Office 2007 Ribbon Bar as we cannot
extend this same capability in Office 2010 (future). Please direct any
questions in this regard to your Area IT personnel.
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What do we need to focus on to keep our students safe in the digital age?

DoDEA has developed policies, training and technical security measures to protect students while they are online. The ability to
learn and communicate effectively using emerging technology requires judgment that starts with individual decisions.

The International Society for Teaching in Education (ISTE) has developed six National Educational Technology Standards (NETS)
outlining goals for student learning. In Standard 5, Digital Citizenship, the ISTE advocates that students understand human, cul-
tural, and societal issues related to technology and practice legal and ethical behavior.

Teaching students appropriate legal and ethical online behavior is critical to developing responsible digital citizens. Each time stu-
dents sign the user agreement allowing them to access the Internet from DoDEA computers, educators have an opportunity to dis-
cuss the implications of actions on the Internet. Ideally, students will internalize the ethics and make a wise decision because it is
the right thing to do, not because they fear the consequences. The topics below can be tailored to present age-appropriate questions
that help students think through how they would feel in a situation demanding ethical behavior online.

Dishonesty — Discuss who is hurt if students “pretend to be someone else online.” Ask students how they would feel if someone
invaded their privacy by taking over their e-mail or social networking account.

Plagiarism — Encourage students to imagine how they would feel if their study group wrote a school play, and another group of stu-
dents began to perform it. Part of respecting other people’s intellectual property involves recognizing that ideas are property.

Harassment — Nobody thinks of himself or herself as a cyberbully. Teachers could acknowledge that sometimes students are
tempted to denigrate others in order to “fit in”” with a new crowd. Encourage students, before they send a message, to ask them-
selves how they would feel if someone sent that same message about them.

Threats — Students might be tempted to dismiss a threat of violence, they saw online either because they do not take it seriously or
because the person making the threat is a friend. Challenge students to make a personal commitment to always report threats of vio-

lence.

As students think through the impact of their actions they are more likely to make wise decisions online.

In addition, the three areas, Europe, Pacific, and DDESS, have been combined into
a single “district” in Gaggle, using a single domain of dodea.gaggle.net. This was done
to simplify the creation and management of accounts. What this means for you:

e All Gaggle logins/email addresses are changing. Teacher accounts should
match your regular DoDEA user name (firstname.lastname), making your log
in first.last@dodea.gaggle.net In the event that the SIS at your school has a
middle name for you, the account will be first. m.last@dodea.gaggle.net. There
will be some duplicates and as a result, District ETs will be able to inform
those individuals of their log-in.

e All users will log in at www.gaggle.net (The Login button is at the top of the
new website) with your entire Gaggle email address put into the username
field. Your password will be DoDEA10 with a forced change on first login.

e Students will be using a common naming convention that keeps personally
identifiable information to a minimum. The login will be the first initial of
their first name, first three letters of their last name and last four digits of their
student ID [at] dodea.gaggle.net. Student passwords are set currently to
‘password’ with a forced change at first login.
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e Existing teacher accounts will remain available until October 1, 2010, after
which you will not be able to access them, but they can continue to forward
incoming mail to your new account.

e You should manually forward any messages you wish to keep to your new
address. Unfortunately, other things like message boards and blogs cannot be
moved.

e You will want to set your old account to automatically forward incoming mail
to your new account if you have used that address for any outside contact. To
do this, log in to your old account, click My Account in the upper right corner,
input your new Gaggle email address, and set to Forward All Mail (Do not
choose Copy all mail), then click Save.

e Students will not be able to access their old accounts or forward mail. Should
you have any need to access a student’s account, you will be able to do so until
October 1.

e Account creation and transfer will be handled automatically through Gaggle’s
data integration process.

e Because everyone in DoODEA will be within the same “district” you will be
able to easily collaborate and communicate with users in any of the areas.

In keeping with our efforts to bring the NETS standards to students and increased
focus on cyber bullying and other digital citizenship topics, Gaggle has partnered with
CYBERSMART to offer free resources and lesson plans related to digital citizenship.
These are located under the Portal Links tab in the Gaggle interface.
