Tomorrow our faculty meeting will focus on not only school wide assessments but assessments in our classrooms.  We will use a “Fish Bowl” to model possible conversations on assessment.  AdvancEd is shifting some of the focus from school wide to teaching and instruction.  Teachers should be engaged in on-going assessments i.e. checking for understanding which in turns provides data for instructional decisions.  These on-going assessments are generally not graded but rather provide a “picture” of how the students are doing and what the teacher needs to do next.  When you ask students to summarize, think out loud, explain their thinking, use a “thumbs up/thumbs down”, a ticket to leave, etc. you are using ongoing assessments.  AdvancEd is using all the current research that indicates teacher instruction has the greatest impact on student learning…implement, monitor, evaluate…implement a lesson, monitor (on-going assessments), evaluate (summative) and start the process again.
