This memo serves as a reminder of your responsibility with regards to classified national
security information. I ask that each of you read Executive Order 13526,
http://www.whitehouse.gov/the-press-office/executive-order-classified-national-security-
information) to refresh your understanding of the subject.

Despite circumstances surrounding the WikiLeaks documentation release, all DoDEA
employees must continue to protect similar or identical information commensurate with the level
of classification assigned until the information is assessed by the appropriate Original
Classification Authorities. The viewing, saving or emailing of documents posted on WikiLeaks
or mirror sites from a DoDEA computer could result in the inadvertent introduction of classified

material on a non-classified system.
