Safe Practice for possible neck/back Injuries
(Donald Golaszewski, Safety  HQ), A student at one of the schools was hanging by her knees on a piece of playground equipment when she fell (approximately 6 feet) landing on her head.  It is not clear, but apparently the student was moved to the health office and then taken to the medical treatment facility.  During a follow-up,  the ER physician  contacted the nurse and requested that playground monitors be reminded not to move people who sustain neck or back injuries, which the school did immediately.  

Since we have had similar situations occur throughout DoDEA, I request your assistance to help spread the word that any suspected neck and back injuries be properly evaluated by trained medical personnel prior to moving the victim.  In situations where a fracture has occurred the symptoms can be deceptive and do not present themselves until after the victim is moving. Unfortunately, the consequences may result in partial or total paralysis an even death.  All school staff should be reminded that if they suspect a neck or back injury, leave the victim lying down where they found them (unless safety considerations dictate otherwise), administer  first aid, keep the victim comfortable and contact emergency services.  Ambulance crews are typically well trained and have the proper equipment to evaluate and transport a neck/back injury."
