	Tier One: All students participate in a comprehensive differentiated literacy program with continuous monitoring within the regular education classroom. Tier Two: targeted students receive formalized, research based interventions for a short period of time, along with their tier one instruction; this is a collaborative approach that includes classroom teachers and literacy resource personnel  Tier Three: Targeted students receive long term personalized intensive instruction based on individual assessments and diagnosed learning needs; students who are not successful in level three will be referred for other services such as SPED.
Provides short and long term support in a variety of settings; skilled in assessment and data analysis
