Copyright Guidance.

This is the third in my series of useful information

about the copyright and fairuse guidelines

for teachers. This article covers the use of

video and television.

Videos

The material must be legitimately acquired.

Material must be used in a classroom or

non profit environment dedicated to faceto-

face instruction.

The use should be instructional, not for

entertainment of reward.

Includes:

Videotapes (purchased)

Videotapes (rented)

DVDs

Laserdiscs

Disney materials (except those made for

education) may not be used within the

classroom for any reason.

Students may use portions of lawfully acquired

copyrighted works in their academic

multimedia projects for 10% of the product

or 3 minutes (whichever is less). Proper

attribution must be given to the copyright

holder.

Televison

Schools are allowed to tape a broadcast

and retain that broadcast for 10 days.

The broadcast may be used for instruction.

Taping broadcasts must not be done “in

anticipation” of requests.

Cable channel programs may be used with

permission. Many programs may be retained

by teachers for years. See Cable in

Includes:

Braodcasts from ABC, NBC,

CBS, UPN, PBS, and local stations

Cable (e.g., CNN, MTC, HBO,

etc)

Videotapes made of broadcast

and cable TV programs.
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
