	What is needed?

	Fluency, text level, comprehension; timely feedback; easy to administer; quick; does not have to be individualized; reading interest and habits inventory included; done at beginning of year and as students enroll; administered by classroom teacher/resource teacher (newly  enrolled students); possibly technology based with online results
Individualized; used for instructional planning for struggling students; identifies weakness and strengths; a range of assessments that assess different aspects of literacy and result in pinpointing weakness for remediation
Embedded in the curriculum; performance based; on-going (ex: Dominie);  administered by classroom teacher and resource teachers; data is reviewed quarterly by teacher and literacy leadership
Standardized rubric; anchor papers/exemplars; trait/standard based;  standardized topics/prompts; classroom administered three/four times a year; one grade level does a nationally normed  test once a year
